RULES AND REGULATIONS

e Play shall be according to U.S.G.A. rules as altered under rules for select shot
competition.

e The ball may be moved in the fairway or the rough within one club length but not
closer to the hole.

e Ifateam shall have only three players, the players shall uniformly rotate the fourth
shot.

e Teams must turn in their score cards, signed by the Team Captain, at the conclusion
of the round. The written score for each hole shall be the number of strokes shot for the
hole. Write in only the numeric score for each hole.

e In the event of a tie, the winner shall be determined by a scorecard playoff with the
hole commencing the playoff to be determined in a random manner.

e Flights will be determined by the final scores at the end of the round. There will be a
First Flight consisting of the teams in the top half with the best scores and a Second
Flight consisting of the bottom half. If a team is on the cusp between the First and
Second Flight, the team will be placed in the Second Flight.

e Male players shall play from the white tees; ladies from the red tees; and men over
age 65 from the yellow tees.

¢ On Hole No. 7, there is a $5000 cash prize for a hole in one, so make sure the
independent third-party observer is present before you tee off. The prize is also limited
to amateurs only. There will also be prizes for hole-in-ones on ail other par threes.

e Look for the markers for the individual awards as follows: Longest Drive (separate
male and female awards) on Hole No. 17 (must be in the fairway) and Closest to the Pin
on Hole No. 2 (all golfers).

e We will have a contest for golfers who get their tee shot on the green on the par three
Hole No. 2. It is $5 per golfer to enter the contest. It’s a split the pot contest!

e Each player will receive 4 mulligans for $10. Remember it’s for a charitable cause!
Mulligans shall be used by the individual players and cannot be shared. No mulligans
may be used for the Hole-In-Ones, Longest Drive, or Closest to the Pin prizes.
